Safety precautions will be in place to ensure a safe shopping experience for vendors, customers and staff.
Vendors are responsible for providing their own table, chairs, pop ups.  
Vendor vehicles may be park behind booth.
All prospective vendors must complete this form and return by Wednesday each week.  
Due to limited space, vendor spots will be determined by receipt and acceptance of the Vendor Reservation Form.  Once available space is filled we will be unable to accept additional vendors.  Please complete and return this form as soon as possible to ensure your spot.

Gibsonville Market Day Guidelines 2020
1.Open every Saturday and Tuesday beginning June 13 to the first Saturday in October 
 
2.Hours of operation are Saturdays 8:00am to 12:00pm.  Tuesdays 4:30pm to 6:30pm.
3.Located the Gibsonville Community Center 314 Tenth Street.
4.Admission is FREE to the public.
5.There are no vendor fees.
6.Items for sale include fresh produce, crafts, and other legal products or services.
7.Vendor Guidelines:
       a. Vendors will park and vend in the Community Center parking lots. Set ups begin no earlier than 7am on Saturday Market Day with no vendor arrival or set up after 8am and 3:30pm on Tuesday Market Day with no vendor arrival or set up after 4:30pm.

       b. Food vendors must have health department permits.
       c. Baked goods, jarred goods, jams, jellies, bread, pickles or any other prepared food items must be packaged in a sealed container.  Each individual item must be packaged and labeled individually. The label must include the name of the product, the preparer's name and phone number, as well as all ingredients used to prepare the item.  Pre-packaging of each item is to be completed at a site away from the Market in a kitchen facility prior to display at the Market. This does not apply to fresh produce.  
       
      d. Each vendor is responsible for cleaning their area before leaving to include removing all trash, since there is no dumpster available.

       e. Each vendor is responsible for obtaining all licenses and permits required for the sale of their product. Gibsonville does not require a permit for the market.

       f. Vendors are to provide their own personal and product liability.
       g. The Town of Gibsonville reserves the right to prohibit vendors from participating in Market Day at their sole discretion.

MARKET AT GIBSONVILLE 2020
In our continuing effort to help prevent the spread of COVID-19 the Town of Gibsonville 
has altered the format of the Market until further notice.
The first Market of 2020 will be delayed 1 week, with a grand opening date of June 13.
The Market WILL NOT be located on the Town Green. It will be relocated to the Gibsonville Community Center located at 314 Tenth Street.
There will be a limited number of vendor spaces. Reservations must be submitted in order to procure space. Space will be assigned at the sole discretion of the Town of Gibsonville. 

Produce and natural product vendors will be assigned to the upper parking lot. Enter this lot by turning on Tenth Street off Minneola Street (at the water tower by the Community Center)

All other vendors will be assigned space in the lower parking lot.  Enter this lot off Minneola Street.
The following health and safety precautions will be in place at the Market and we ask vendors to assist us by following these guidelines and practicing hygiene and social distancing:   
There will be a hand sanitizing station at the entrance and exit of the Market.
Staff, vendors, and customers that are sick are asked to stay home.
There will be one entrance and one exit with a one-way flow marked through vendor booths; 6-foot intervals will be marked along the entrance line area to promote proper distancing.
Vendors will be spaced 10 feet apart with a 6 foot distance marked in front of each booth.  The number of customers allowed in the Market at one time will be limited in order to maintain proper distancing in the available space.  A ratio of two customers per number of booths at a time.
Vendors should pre-package products if possible.
Vendors are required wear face masks and we ask that customers do the same.
Vendors should wipe down frequently touched surfaces between transactions.
No sampling of food.
Customers are encouraged to have a list in mind; make your purchases and exit - prolonged socialization is strongly discouraged.
Customers are expected to keep at least 6 feet between themselves and others while shopping and in line.  Please do not arrive in groups. Individuals only will be admitted.   
Customer may not touch products and must rely upon vendor to pick and package goods.
